We live at 1511 Maple, directly across from the proposed project at 1000
Grove Street. The developers have requested a variance to allow a street side
yard setback from Maple Avenue of zero (0) feet where a minimum of 15 feet
is required [Section6-8-8-7(B)(2)]. We oppose this variance.


Such a project would not preserve or enhance the desirable site
characteristics and open space. The project would necessitate the destruction
of mature neighborhood trees, which create a pleasing environment. The
project does not preserve natural vegetation or topographic features, which
further undermines the public benefit. Such destruction would not be good
stewardship for a city named a Tree City by the Arbor Day Foundation for the
28th straight year. 


Additionally, the project will reduce the already limited parking in the
neighborhood and increase traffic on Maple Street, a street that is narrower
than Grove Street, the YMCA’s current entrance. The property has already
exceeded the ordained land use through the previous swimming pool addition.
